Graduate Ethics Training (GET) Program
All graduate students who started their program in September 2004 and later are required to take ethics and academic integrity training as part of their graduate program. This training is delivered either through department-based tutorials and workshops and/or through the GET Program, a web-based ethics course developed by the FGSR.

Each student is normally expected to complete the equivalent of at least eight (8) hours of structured academic activity to meet this requirement.

The Department of Mathematical and Statistical Sciences offers this ethics training requirement in two ways:
