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MATH 499 Assignment 2: Blitz Presentation

Taking place in class, on Thursday, January 31, 2011
Present a blitz presentation: a 5-minute oral overview of your project
Your presentation should be directed at your peers (an intelligent audience with a solid foundation in undergraduate mathematics/statistics).  Your presentation should address the following questions (not necessarily in this order):

· What topic will you be working on?

· What is the context of your topic (historical context and/or real-life application, as appropriate)?

· What specific questions will you focus on in your investigation?

· What is the relevance/significance of these questions?



Purpose of the assignment:

· To practice speaking about your topic area, in a way that engages the listener and conveys the essence of the project (what is the project about and what are the goals).

· To practice to respond to questions from the audience.



Additional instructions:

· Your presentation must use some visuals.  You may choose to use blackboard, white board, overheads or prepare an electronic presentation (PowerPoint or LaTeX. Think about which medium would work best for a short presentation.
